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1. Introduction

The LanguageWire connector specifically created for the Optimizely (Former Episerver) CMS,

allows this system to integrate LanguageWire Platform translations with ease.

This guide provides a simple explanation on how to access the Optimizely (Former Episerver)

solution and the functional steps needed for translations handlings.

This is not a detailed operational description of the Optimizely solution as standalone, but of
the management of translations through LW Connector in this CMS, as well as a depiction of

most popular use cases.

It is assumed users are familiar with the tool and are trained in early stages.

If you have selected the “Start page” and clicked this option, the full
website will be added to the translation project.

“Related items” are blocks or pages that are children of a main item. Selecting

content with all related items means that from the selected level to all the way

down, all blocks or sub-pages will be selected and included in the basket.

If a related element has other related elements, they will be added to the

basket to.
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“Directly related items” add only the related contents from 1 level down, hence
only the content that is inmediately after the selected item is included.

Decide whether related or directly related items should be included or not on your basket.

When clicking on any of these options, the selected content is added to the basket and you
can check the total number of selected items and the source language in the visible area.

3.2.1. Check website for any missing content
The first option of the pop-up windows is useful when some of your target markets are missing

translation from a master language. This feature helps finding untranslated content.

Let's assume that you are looking at your Mexican market. You can use this
option to run through a section (or the entire website) to determine whether there is any

Spanish-Mexican translation missing from something already published in the master

language.
